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In the Classroom 
Literacy- We will continue building 
our reading stamina (reading 
independently for longer periods 
of time). During phonics we will 
continue working on lower-case 

letter formation. We will also be reviewing letter 
recognition and letter sounds with fun alphabet 
activities! 
Writing- We will begin to learn 
Writer’s Workshop procedures. We 
will also be learning the parts of a 
complete sentence. 

Math- We will continue to work on 
telling what number comes 
before and after a given number, 
and telling whether a number is 
greater or less than another 
number. We will also review 

number partners, including partners of 10. (Ex. 
9 and 1, 8 and 2, 7 and 3, etc.) 
Social Studies- We will be talking 
about resolving conflicts when 
they arise. We will be using “I feel” 
statements to do this. For 
example, “I feel distracted when 
you tap your pencil, please stop.” 
 

Homework 
Homework will begin in later this month.  Until 
then, please encourage your child to read each 
night.
